First-time eligible students typically entered Grade 9 during the 2007—2008 school year. These students (and any others
who were placed in this cohort) were required to write the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test (OSSLT) for the first
timein April 2009. First-time eligible includes all studentsin the first-time eligible cohort who are working toward an
Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD).

Previously eligible includes al students who were not successful during a previous administration, or who were absent
or deferred, and who were eligible to write the OSSLT in April 2009 (i.e., those working toward an OSSD).

This method of reporting provides percentages based on all students in the cohort who are working toward an OSSD.
The only students excluded are those who are not working toward an OSSD (exempt students).

This method of reporting provides percentages based on students for whom there is work for both sessions of the
administration of the OSSLT and who were assigned an achievement result (successful, not successful). Students who
are not working toward an OSSD, those who were absent and those who were deferred are excluded.

Students who fully participated in the OSSLT and received a score that met the expected standard.
Students who fully participated in the OSSLT and received a score that did not meet the expected standard.
Students are deemed to be absent if there is no work for one or both sessions of the administration.

Students' participation in the OSSLT can be deferred under severa circumstances, as outlined in EQAO’s Guide for
Accommodations, Special Provisions, Deferrals and Exemptions. A student is categorized as deferred only if the school
indicates a deferral. If a student completed any portion of the OSSLT, he or sheis not categorized as deferred.

Students are placed in this category of reporting if the school indicated that the students would be fulfilling the literacy
requirement through the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Course (OSSLC). For details about the OSSLC, see the
Ministry of Education Web site (www.edu.gov.on.ca). If a student completed any portion of the OSSLT, he or sheis not
categorized as OSSLC.

Students can be exempted from the OSSLT only if they are not working toward an OSSD. A student is categorized as
exempted only if the school indicates that the student is exempted. If a student completed any portion of the OSSLT, he
or sheisnot categorized as exempted.

Students who have been identified by the school in accordance with English Language Learners. ESL and ELD
Programs and Services: Policies and Procedures for Ontario Elementary and Secondary Schools, Kindergarten to
Grade 12 (2007). Prior to 2007, English language learners were called English as a second language (ESL)/English
literacy development (ELD) learners.

Students who have been formally identified by an Identification, Placement and Review Committee (IPRC), aswell as
students who have an Individual Education Plan (IEP).
